The program’s vision is integrative. Consecrated Life is studies in its essential relationships with
the other forms of life in the Church, especially that of the Laity and of Ordained Ministers. It is
designed to equip and train men and women to continue the reflection in faith of the Consecrated
Life in its various aspects (Vita Consecrata, n. 13) in a systematic, dynamic, dialogical, and creative
manner. The theological approach is interdisciplinary. Anthropology, History, Sociology,
Psychology, and other human sciences are engaged with a view to fuller understanding and living
of the Christian discipleship according to Evangelical counsels. The main context of the study and
reflection in faith is Asia. The program intends to help give birth to a Consecrated Life that is truly
Christian and, at the same time, rooted in the cultural and spiritual traditions of Asia.

In response to the Church’s call to have all pastoral activity be inspired by the Bible (Dei Verbum, n.
24), and to a “rediscovery of God’s word in the life of Church as a wellspring of constant
renewal” (Verbum Domini, no. 1), the Biblical Ministry Program focuses on the formation of the
Ministers of the Word, offering a solid background and adequate knowledge of the Bible towards
an effective communication and proclamation of the word in the Word. In addition, it will develop a
personal relationship with the sacred Scriptures, on their interpretation in the liturgy and catechesis
& in scientific research so that the Bible may not be simply a word from the past, but a living and
timely word (Verbum Domini, no. 5). Complemented by some courses in Missiology and
Spirituality, the program accompanies the students as they prepare themselves for their missionary
service of the Word in different pastoral settings.
